and a copy of your paid travel itinerary showing the exact dates of your entry and exit
from Italy.

*Students who are not US Citizens must provide a copy of your green card or 1-20 and F-
1 visa.

In order to participate in a Brown program in Italy, you must have Italian international
health insurance. Brown will make the arrangements for this purchase.
