Advising Template: Instructions

The Advising Template is a standardized tool to facilitate planning and advising for students in the Brown|RISD Dual Degree Program.  Student must present a completed version of this template at three critical moments in their program: (1) when they declare their RISD major at the beginning of semester 4, (2) when they declare their Brown concentration by the end of semester 5, and (3) at the end of their eighth semester of study.  The Tracking Document, attached, elaborates on the format of the process for acquiring signatures of approval.

When composing your academic plan, keep in mind that students in the Brown|RISD Dual Degree Program must complete all the necessary course work towards a Bachelor of Arts (A.B.) or, more exceptionally, a Bachelor of Science (Sc.B.) degree from Brown and a Bachelor of Fine Arts (B.F.A.) degree from RISD over 10 semesters (fall/spring) of full time enrollment. This includes:

1) Completion of the Experimental and Foundation Studies requirements at RISD (semesters 1 & 2)
a. 6 Foundation (FOUND) courses

2) Completion of all major requirements at RISD, EXCLUDING the non-major studio elective (NMSE) requirements
3) Completion of all RISD Liberal Arts requirements 

a. 4 History of Art and Visual Culture  (HAVC) courses, including H101

b. 10 additional liberal arts courses (LAS, HPSS, LAEL)
4) Completion of all concentration requirements at Brown

5) Completing “a majority” of coursework at Brown in year two (semesters 3 & 4)

a. 5 Brown courses

6)  Completing a total of 15 “in residence” courses at Brown.  These courses must be taken during the fall or spring term(s).
7) Completing the first writing requirement (WRIT) at Brown.
